BROOKSHIRE DOWNS AT HEATHERRIDGE

RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS  -  ANNUAL MEETING  -  March 11, 2009

The 2009 Annual Meeting of the Brookshire Downs at Heatherridge Condominium Association was held March 11, 2009  at the Fire Station #11 at Joliet and Iliff, Aurora, Colorado.


Call to Order  President Shannon St. Hilaire called the meeting to order at 6:40 PM and introduced the current Directors and Managing Agent.  Other owners present introduced themselves.

Proof of Notice  The Secretary read the Proof of Notice of Meeting.


Quorum  The Managing Agent reported that a quorum was present, there being eight members present in person and twelve by proxy.  

Reading of Minutes  Copies of the Minutes from the March 12, 2008 Annual Meeting had been previously mailed to homeowners with the Notice of Meeting.  There were no additions or corrections offered and the minutes were accepted as written.


Treasurer’s Report  Managing Agent Phil Mills reviewed the 2008 comparative budget report and the 2009 budget documents that had been sent to the owners.  He noted that there was no increase in maintenance fees, due in most part to the $6,231 cash surplus from 2008 operations.  The cash position of the Association was very good and reserves were sufficient to meet the mid-term needs of the project.  Upcoming projects include sealing the parking lot, and more landscape renovation. 


President’s Report  President St. Hilaire reviewed the year's accomplishments which included painting the balconies, replacing the building lighting fixtures and entry carpets and treating some stressed spruce trees.  Delinquencies, while higher than desired, were under control.   The Board was considering plans to re-landscape the east end of D building and the west end of F building.


Unfinished Business  There was none brought up for discussion or action.


New Business
  There were two positions on the Board of Directors expiring this year.  Virginia Saul (E-201) and Agi Rosenberg (F-304) were nominated.  No other nominations were made.  A secret ballot was held and both nominees were declared elected to office to serve three-year terms ending in March 2012.  


A drawing was held of the members present in person and by proxy and the winner of a one-month maintenance fee credit was Noreen Smith in unit C-301.


Homeowner Comments  Comments from the members attending included: 

· It was noticed that the door to the mailbox for D-304 was unfastened.  The owner should be told.

· It was suggested that action be taken soon to bring the Spruce trees up to snuff as the tips appeared to be drooping and dropping needles..

· Some residents offered suggestions for improving the west end of F building and the east end of D building.  Picnic tables were not suggested as they would draw kids and transients.

· Brad Brown said Waste Connections could service our trash needs for $279 per month.  This is what we are paying Alpine now so no action was taken.


Adjournment  There being no further business to conduct, the meeting was declared adjourned at 7:15 PM.
